o0 Winter: 63% of our students were meeting or exceeding the MOY expectations.

1%t grade: Track My Progress administered 3x year, assesses the same domains, but
different questions, expectations grow. All multiple-choice questions.

Fall: Students meeting or exceeding grade level expectations
o ELA overall: 69% of students
o Foundational: 63% of students
o0 Literature: 64% of students
o Informational text: 69% of students
Winter: Students meeting or exceeding grade level expectations
o ELA overall: 75% of students
o Foundational: 74% of students
