I am pleased to present you with the annual Report Card for the Bedford Public Schools for 2011. The federal
legislation, No Child Left Behind (NCLB), requires all states, school districts, and schools to report student
assessment results, drop-out rates, and teacher qualifications to the community on an annual basis. Bedford’s Report
Card results are available to you on the district webpage: www.bedford.k12.ma.us.

In terms of the NCLB reporting requirements, Bedford has achieved the following:

e All of our subgroups at Bedford High School are making AYP.
o Virtually all of our teachers (99.2%) are considered “highly qualified” for the subject(s) they
teach.

While we are pleased with Bedford’s overall progress to date, we also recognize that we have work to do in terms of
student achievement as we disaggregate the achievement of certain student cohorts. That said, we also recognize
that in Massachusetts, the Department of Elementary and Secondary Education has adopted the highest student
performance standards in the nation. In Massachusetts, all students are expected to reach the “proficient level” on
MCAS by 2014. Since MCAS is recognized as one of the most difficult state assessments in the nation, reaching
that standard for all students will challenge every school district in the Commonwealth. It is my hope that you will
find the Report Card helpful in providing you with a snapshot of the schools.

Moreover, the Bedford Public Schools is committed to providing quality instruction for all students and does so by
employing the most qualified individuals to teach and support each student in the classroom. Under NCLB, teachers
must hold a Massachusetts teaching license at the Preliminary, Initial, or Professional level and demonstrate subject
matter competency in the areas they teach. NCLB standards apply to the subject matter taught by teachers. The
report card contains general information about the teachers in our school as a whole. In addition, you may request
individual information about the qualifications of your child’s teacher(s) as well as any paraprofessionals who may
be assisting the teacher. If you would like to receive any of the information listed above for your child's teacher,
please contact my office.

SGP: Each student who participated in the MCAS ELA or Mathematics tests in grades 4-8 or 10 and who also
took the last MCAS test in that subject receives a Student Growth Percentile (SGP) score. The SGP compares
a student's MCAS score with the scores of all students in the state at that grade level who received similar
MCAS scores in prior years. SGPs range from 1 to 99, with 50 being average; higher numbers represent higher
growth and lower numbers represent lower growth. An SGP of 75, for example, means the student's progress is
higher than 75 percent and lower than 25 percent of the students in the state with similar prior test scores. This
method works independently of MCAS performance levels. Therefore, all students, no matter the scores they
earned on past MCAS tests, have an equal chance to demoenstrate growth at any of the 99 percentiles. School
and district growth percentiles represent the growth of the median, or middle, student in the school or district
Most school and district median SGPs tend to range between 40 and 60. Schools outside of that range are
showing less or more growth than the typical school in Massachusetts.
